Another approach of Ford was to enter joint-ventures with foreign companies. Through
these joint-ventures the foreign companies would produce and assemble Ford automobiles for
sale in that country.

Ford is trying to assure future sales by researching vehicles that contain plastics that can
be recycled into common materials. Also, Ford is currently working with the U. S. Department
of Energy to develop alternative fuels, such as electricity, methanol/ethanol, natural gas and solar
energy.

against the summer's heat and winter's cold. Ventilation is also of great importance. The comfort
